	DELEGATION – KEVIN DALGARNO OF 5777 CANARY DR RE:  PETITION RE RS1 ZONING

	Mr. Kevin Dalgarno of 5777 Canary Drive referred to his neighbourhood petition submitted requesting City Council to exempt their neighbourhood from the proposed bylaws to allow RS1 in their (Fulton) community; provide City Bylaw Enforcement staff with more effective ways to shut down illegal suites; protect our way of life and support the contract that we signed at the time of property purchase (R1 District – one family living under one roof) creating a desirable neighbourhood to raise a family.
In response to an inquiry from Councillor Beardsell regarding RS1 zoning throughout the City, City Planner Rintoul advised that the intent of the new zone is to deal only with site specific applications for rezoning to RS1.

	DELEGATION - JOYCE GALUSKA, OFFICE & PROFESSIONAL EMPLOYEES’ INTERNATIONAL UNION, LOCAL 378 RE: BC HYDRO
DELEGATION - JOYCE GALUSKA, OFFICE & PROFESSIONAL EMPLOYEES’ INTERNATIONAL UNION, LOCAL 378 RE: BC HYDRO

Continued.
	Ms. Joyce Galuska, representative of the Office & Professional Employees’ International Union, Local 378 expressed concern with the Provincial Government’s proposed deregulation and privatization of BC Hydro, one of their Union’s employers.  She advised that a recent Task Force concluded that privatization of BC Hydro would create serious unemployment, loss of government revenue and an increase of between 30-100% in hydro rates.
Ms. Joyce Galuska requested Council to consider the following resolution:
WHEREAS BC Hydro is a crown corporation owned and developed for the benefit of all British Columbians.

WHEREAS BC Hydro contributed $904 million to the Provincial government last year to enable funding of medical care, education and numerous government programs.

WHEREAS all sectors of the BC economy benefit from the third lowest power rates in North America delivered from clean, reliable generation sources.

WHEREAS BC Hydro employs British Columbians to deliver power to the people of BC.

WHEREAS deregulation and privatization will result in tremendous price increase (estimated by the government Energy Task Force Review Committee to be in the 30-30% range).

WHEREAS the Joint Industry Electricity Steering Committee recognizes that the “electric power customers and the BC economy are being well served with reliable power at regulated, predictable rates” and “BC Hydro is returning substantial benefits to the province”.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED:  BC Hydro is owned by the people of British Columbia and provides affordable, reliable and clean power.  In order ton preserve this valuable asset, the province must retain BC Hydro as a complete entity within a regulated pricing structure.  Its integrated systems and services are critical to Hydro’s ability to provide reliable power at affordable pricing that does not discriminate against rural customers.

	Mr. Bob Spiers expressed concern with the 3% BC Gas franchise fee which is only charged in the BC Interior, and pointed out that the amount of the franchise fee, which is charged for the use of the City’s rights-of-way, can be changed by Council.

“That City Council approve the Development Permit application submitted by MQLN Architect Ltd., on behalf of N.O.N.A., for a new commercial building on Lot 22, Plan 223, DL 72, O.D.Y.D., Except Plan 38812 (2802 – 34th Street), subject to the following conditions:

a)
The site, landscaping, irrigation and coloured elevation plans approved by the City are to be attached to and form part of the Development Permit as Schedule “A”; and
b)
The owner is to submit security equal to 125% of the estimated cost to install the landscaping and irrigation works.

And further, that the City Clerk be authorized to issue the Development Permit once the above noted conditions are satisfied.

Discussion:

Councillor Klim expressed concern with the siting of the building in relation to the adjacent McCulloch Court property.  City Planner Rintoul advised that the applicant wants to keep the building to the east in order to retain the existing playground.
THE QUESTION WAS CALLED AND THE MOTION DECLARED CARRIED, with Councillor Klim opposed.

City Planner Rintoul presented the planning division’s report dated June 14th, 2002 regarding development approval covenants.

A general discussion ensued regarding the requirement for a Development Covenant as a condition of rezoning approval, with no resolution.  The following comments and concerns were noted:

· Need for a mechanism to protect neighbourhoods (“what is approved is built”) – is the Zoning Bylaw inadequate to limit uses on certain tracts of land?

· Covenant to enable Council to establish the look of a project and limit the number of uses in the building.

· Such a Covenant should be used sparingly – “that project goes with that rezoning”, however in Commercial areas, Covenant not required.

· Should remove Covenant once the project is completed.

· Previous Council policy no longer in effect.

	
	

	WATER AND LAND BRITISH COLUMBIA – APPLICATIONS TO ACQUIRE FILLED FORESHORE AREAS

	Moved by Councillor Klim, seconded by Councillor O’Keefe:
“That City Council advise officials of Water and Land British Columbia that the City has no objection to the Province disposing of historic filled foreshore areas.”

Discussion:

Councillor MacGillivray expressed concern with maintaining public lake access, however he noted that he was not in favour of public access for the subject properties.
Councillor Tribes pointed to the need for access to these properties for future public utilities, but suggested that the proposed 6 metre right-of-way may not be required.
Moved by Councillor Beardsell, seconded by Councillor Tribes that the issue be referred back to staff for clarification.

DEFEATED, with Councillors MacGillivray, O’Keefe, Cochrane and Klim opposed.

	THE QUESTION WAS CALLED ON THE MOTION AND DECLARED CARRIED, with Mayor Harvey and Councillor Beardsell opposed.
Moved by Councillor MacGillivray, seconded by Councillor Tribes:

“That City Council require a 6.0 metre wide right-of-way registered along the closed foreshore area for future City utility works.”

Moved by Councillor Cochrane, seconded by Councillor Klim that the motion be amended to add “not to include areas along Tronson Road that are serviced”.

Discussion:

Councillor MacGillivray commented that the City does not have a Utility Master Plan, but once this Plan was in place, the blanket right-of-way requirement could be removed.  Councillor Beardsell pointed out that the resolution covered only specific properties and historic filled foreshore areas.
THE QUESTION WAS CALLED ON THE AMENDMENT AND DECLARED DEFEATED, with Councillors Tribes, MacGillivray, Beardsell and Mayor Harvey opposed.

THE QUESTION WAS CALLED ON THE MOTION AND DECLARED CARRIED, with Councillors Klim, O’Keefe and Cochrane opposed.



	PHOENIX DRIVE – CHANGE TO ROAD STRUCTURE STANDARDS

	Discussion:
Councillor Beardsell referred to page 3 (ix) of the planning department’s report dated May 31st, 2002, noting that the basic issue was whether the owner should reside in the Rooming House.  He added that he could not agree with the definition of “proprietor”.
City Planner Rintoul recommended “owner occupied” so that the owner can deal with safety issues, according to the B.C. Building Code requirements.
Councillor Klim expressed concern with creating ghettos in residential areas, and referred to complaints from neighbouring property owners of existing Rooming Houses.

THE QUESTION WAS CALLED AND MOTION DECLARED CARRIED, with Councillors Beardsell, Klim and Mayor Harvey opposed.
