Re: Vernon/North Okanagan Detachment Policing Activity Report
July 1 - Sept 30, 2011

All crime statistics are featured at the end of this report. Statistics reflect monthly totals for
July through Sept, 2011, and comparisons of the previous year, 2010.

Vernon/North Okanagan Detachment (VNOD) remains on track with it's policing initiatives as
specified in the Strategic Plan. We have exceeded our expectations regarding marihuana grow
ops enforcement and anticipate renewed efforts in the future as the new National Marihuana Grow
Initiative is currently being rolled out. Vernon/North Okanagan Detachments' extensive efforts on
domestic violence protocols and policy has yielded provincial recognition and our crime rate has

continued in a downward trend this quarter, recording a 6.15% decrease in total Criminal Code
offences.

Vernon/North Okanagan Detachment continues to improve communication and coordination with
our local partner agencies. According to Mr. Sean Donnely, Local Manager of the Vernon
Community Corrections Office, Vernon RCMP’s success with prolific offender checks has resulted
in a significant decrease in workload for probation officers. VNOD members have recorded over
270 curfew checks this quarter alone, of individuals bound by varying conditions from the courts.

Our enhanced policing/high visibility downtown foot patrols on weekend evenings has successfully
concluded for 2011. Our members generated over 200 hours of high visibility patrols in our
downtown core, checking parks and crime hot spots. These patrols, in addition to those of our
Downtown Enforcement Team, provide valuable support to our General Duty members as well as
Bylaw Enforcement. Since May long weekend downtown foot patrols have generated over 130
licenced premises checks, 54 provincial charges, 11 warnings, 27 liquor files and 7 drug seizures.

GENERAL INVESTIGATION SECTION (GIS):

Serious Crime:

. Led the investigation into the two robberies at the Royal Bank at Polson Mall, one on July
22 and the other on August 4, 2011. The same suspect was identified in both robberies and

was later arrested in Squamish, B.C. on an outstanding warrant for this offence. The
accused remains in custody for these offences.
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
