(ii) THAT Council approves amendments to Schedule G -
Street Lighting of the Subdivision and Development 
Servicing Bylaw #3843 by adding the requirements for 
anti-theft hand hole cover plates and anti-theft junction 
box lids as indicated in Attachment 1, (of the report 
dated January 10th, 2012), in order to provide theft and 
vandalism protection.

Street from R2 - Large Lot Residential to C2 -
Transitional Commercial, subject to the following 
conditions: 

a) That a covenant be registered on the property title 
that prohibits any expansion of the existing building 
or any future development on the property until such 
time as construction of, or a contribution to, the 
required off-site infrastructure works is provided; and 

b) That the owner dedicates approximately a 1.75m 
road right of way for the length of the property along 
31 Street. 
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
