Site 7 — Between 8344 and 8356 Tronson Road
High quality site to be developed for community access.

Priority: 13

Overview of Site:

e Thisis a narrow (7 metre) right of way, but it offers good access to a very
attractive beach, and may provide for linkages to Sites 8 and 9, noting that Site 8
is otherwise inaccessible. Area 8 is 150 metres to the north, and area 9 is a
further 190 metres.
This access is suitable for canoe/kayak launching.

e The right of way is encroached upon by a carport, which needs to be removed,
and the site then screened and landscaped, with a path to the water.

e Parking can be provided on Tronson Road.

Recommended Actions:

¢ resolve the encroachment, then fence and landscape the site, construct a
pathway.

e explore the construction of a pathway to link this site with Sites 8 and 9.
e construct parking on Tronson Road.

Estimated Budget:
e The estimated cost of the works identified is $ 22,400.

Specific Considerations:

o Pursue linkages to Sites 8 and 9, noting that Site 8 does not have direct access
from Tronson Road.

e Impact on the adjacent owners will require consideration during design.
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
