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Vernon Recreation Centre Closed for BC Hydro Upgrades

from 6:30 — 8:00 a.m.; however, drop-in swim sessions will be cancelled for the remainder of the
day.

Recreation Services will directly communicate with program participants affected by
cancellations due to the outage, and refunds will be issued if programs are canceled due to the
power outage.
