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Day-Time Detour Required for Portion of 315t Street Next Week

A day-time detour will be required for a portion of 315t Street next week, as crews will be
repairing storm infrastructure.

Starting as earlier as 7:30 a.m. on Monday, June 17, 315 Street will be closed to south bound
traffic between 43 and 45" Avenue. Access will remain in place for north bound traffic (please
see map below).

Work is expected to be completed by 4:00 p.m. Please note, these timelines may change, if
emergencies arise.
